Abstract— This document gives live templates for authors preparing papers for the IJSRI Journal publication. The authors need to follow the instructions given in the text for the papers to be published.  Abstract start with aim, describe the method, provide major results and provide conclusion.
Keywords— contain at least 5 keywords or phrases used in this text and separated by commas. Use style: Italics
I. Introduction

This template provides authors with most of the formatting specifications needed for preparing electronic versions of their papers. The easiest way to do this is simply to download the template, and replace (copy-paste) the content with your own material. For queries on paper guidelines, please contact the conference publications committee as indicated on the conference website. In introduction portion you provides overall history of  the project.
II. Page Layout
To make the journal paper formatting requirements is to use this document as a model and just type your text into it.
A. Page Layout
Your paper must use A4 page size and the margins must be set as follows:
· Top = 19mm (0.75")
· Bottom = 43mm (1.69")

· Left = Right = 14.32mm (0.56")

Your paper must be in two column format with a space of 4.22mm (0.17") between columns.

III.  Page Style

All paragraphs must be indented and justified, i.e. both left-justified and right-justified.
B. Text Font of Entire Document

The Times New Roman font should be used for entire document.   Other font types may be used if needed for special purposes. Recommended font sizes are shown in Table 1. Should not be use other font styles.
C. Title and Author Details

Title must be use 16 pt Times New Roman font.  Author name must be in 11 pt Regular font.  Author affiliation must be in 10 pt Italic.  Email address must be in 10 pt Calibri Regular font.

All titles must be in centered and single-column format. 

Every word in a title must be capitalized except for short minor words such as “a”, “an”, “and”, “as”, “at”, “by”, “for”, “from”, “if”, “in”, “into”, “on”, “or”, “of”, “the”, “to”, “with”.

Author details should not show any professional title (e.g. Managing Director), any academic title (e.g. Dr.) or any membership of any professional organization (e.g. Senior Member IEEE).
The family name of author must be written as the last part of each author  name (e.g. John A.K. Smith).
Each affiliation must include, the name of the company and the name of the country where the author is based (e.g. Causal Productions Pty Ltd, Australia).

Email address is must  for the corresponding author.

D. Section Headings

More than 3 levels of headings should not be used.  All headings must be in 10pt Times New Roman font.  Every word in a heading must be capitalized except for short minor words as listed above.
1)   Level-1 Heading:  A level-1 heading must be in Roman numerals, Bold, Small Caps, centered and numbered using uppercase.  For example, see heading “III. Page Style” of this document. The headings “Acknowledgment” and “References” which must not be numbered. 
2)   Level-2 Heading:  A level-2 heading must be in general font, Italic-bold, left-justified and numbered using Capitalize each word letter format. For example, see heading “C. Section Headings” above.
3)   Level-3 Heading:  A level-3 heading must be indented,  in Italic and numbered with an Arabic numeral followed by a right parenthesis. The level-3 heading must end with a colon.  The body of the level-3 section nearly follows the level-3 heading in the same paragraph.  For example, this paragraph begins with a level-3 heading.
E. Abbreviations
Define abbreviations are used in the text at first time, even after they have been defined in the abstract. Abbreviations such as IJSRI, SI, MKS, CGS, sc, dc, and rms do not have to be defined. Do not use abbreviations in the title or heads unless they are unavoidable
F. Units

· Use either SI (MKS) or CGS as base and derived units and Avoid combining SI and CGS units, such as force in newton(SI) and force in dyne(CGS).
· Don’t mix spellings and abbreviations of units: “kg/m2” or “kilogram per square meter,” not “kilogram/m2.” Spell units when they appear in text: “...a few henries,” not “...a few H.”
· Use a zero before decimal points: “0.55,” not “.55.” Use “cm3,” not “cc.”
G. Equation

· Must use Equation Editor or similar software to create professional quality equations
· Number every equation sequentially throughout the body of the report, and make numbers appear on the right-hand margin. Use (1),(2)… as equation number format.
· Define all variables in the equation immediately after the equation is presented in the text.
H. Figures and Tables

Figures and tables must be placed at the center portion of the column.  Large figures and tables may span across both columns.  If any table or figure takes more than 1 column width must be placed either at the top or at the bottom of the page.

Graphics may be colour or inverted colour format.  If a graph has more than one curve then differentiate each by various colours. Please use only SOLID FILL colours which contrast well both on screen and on a black-and-white hardcopy, as shown in Fig. 1. You should mark x-axis and y-axis parameters clearly.

I. Figure Captions

Figures must be numbered using Arabic numerals.  Figure captions must be in 10 pt Regular font.  Captions of a single line (e.g. Fig. 2) must be centered whereas multi-line captions must be justified (e.g. Fig. 1).  Captions with figure numbers must be placed after their associated figures, as shown in     Fig. 1.
J. Table Captions

The tables are numbered by using uppercase Roman numerals.  Table captions must be centred and in 10 pt Regular font with Small Caps.  Every word in a table must be capitalized except for short minor words as listed in Section III-B.  Captions with table numbers must be placed before their associated tables, as shown in Table 2.

K. Page Numbers, Headers and Footers

Don’t use page numbers, headers and footers.
L. Links and Bookmarks

During the processing of papers for publication, all hypertext links and section bookmarks will be removed from papers.  If you need to refer to an Internet email address or URL in your paper, you must type out the address or URL fully in Regular font.
M. References

Don’t numbered the References section heading. All reference items must be in 10 pt font.  Please use Regular and Italic styles to distinguish different fields as shown in the References section.  Number the reference items consecutively in square brackets (e.g. [1]).  
When referring to a reference item, please simply use the reference number, as in [2].  Don,t use “Ref. [3]” or “Reference [3]” except at the beginning of a sentence, e.g.  “Reference [3] shows …”.  Multiple references are each numbered with separate brackets (e.g. [2], [3], [4]–[6]).
